into new and on-going neurocritical care research studies.  Day-to-day duties related to the position include:  pre-screening potential 
ICU study participants based on specific study inclusion/exclusion criteria, liaising with clinical staff and research scientists about study 
participants, conducting informed consent procedures with participants and/or substitute decision makers, explaining technical study 
procedures in non-technical terms to patients and families, scheduling research procedures, and performing regulatory submissions 
and study source documentation.
